Frequently Asked Questions

What will the construction hours be?
Noisy works will be limited to the City of London’s Noisy Working Hours of 8am to 6pm Monday to Friday and
9am to 2pm on Saturdays.

Will the works be undertaken in stages?
There will be at least six stages to the works for Phase 2, minimising disruption to podium users.

Will the cost of works result in a service charge increase?
No, the works are not funded by service charges receipts.

Will drainage infrastructure be included as part of the works?
Surveying the drainage infrastructure is a fundamental part of the scope of works for Phase 2. The survey team for
drainage is currently investigating the podium area for Phase 2 to identify pipework that may need to be repaired

or replaced.
